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 CLASS I – the most serious in nature, pose an 
imminent threat to a child including abuse 
and neglect, and which could or does result 
in death or serious harm to the health, safety 
or well-being of a child

 CLASS II – less serious in nature than Class I 
violations, and could be anticipated to pose 
a threat to the health, safety or well-being 
of a child, although threat is not imminent

CLASS III – pose a low potential for harm to 
children



The 1st Class I violation… (1/1)
The 2nd Class II violation… (2/2)
The 3rd Class III violation… (3/3)
…and all subsequent violations  
within a 2-year period







Classrooms of one age group:
• Birth through 1 year of age, there must be one staff for every 4 children.
• 1 year of age or older, but under 2 years of age, there must be one staff 
member for every 6 children.
• 2 years of age or older, but under 3 years of age, there must be one staff 
member for every 11 children.
• 3 years of age or older, but under 4 years of age, there must be one staff 
member for every 15 children.
• 4 years of age or older, but under 5 years of age, there must be one staff 
member for every 20 children.
• 5 years of age or older, there must be one staff member for every 25 children.
Mixed Ratios:
• In groups of mixed age ranges, where children under 1 year of age are 
included, one staff member shall be responsible for no more than 4 children of 
any age group at all times.
• In groups of mixed age ranges, where children 1 year of age but under 2 years 
of age are included, one staff member shall be responsible for no more than 6 
children of any age group at all times.
• When children 2 years of age and older are in care, the staff-to-children ratio 
shall be based on the age group with the number of children within the group.
For every 20 children, a child care facility must have one (1) credentialed staff 
member.
