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[bookmark: _GoBack]The Outcomes Driven Training (ODT) Facilitator Training Program is a six-day program designed for active trainers to learn more about training adults in the ODT approach to training design.  Three days of the ODT Facilitator Training Program will be dedicated to learning the basics of ODT through a web-based course; three additional days will be spent in face-to-face sessions for a more in-depth understanding of ODT and how to present the ODT model to other trainers.  

Outcomes and Benefits:  The information provided on ODT Facilitator application will be used to begin the process of becoming a Registry-approved trainer in the Florida Professional Development Registry system.  Upon completion of the program, ODT Facilitators may be qualified to provide ODT training and supervision to trainers in the implementation of ODT in their coalitions’ geographic regions.  ODT Facilitators will work effectively with agency administrators to provide support for training and professional development.

Following completion of program requirements, appropriate travel expenses associated with the face-to-face sessions will be reimbursed at the state rate and according to state and Palm Beach State College travel rules and regulations.  The procedures and forms related to travel reimbursement will be provided upon acceptance into the training program.

How to apply:  
Two applications are required to be considered for the ODT Facilitators Training Program
1. State of Florida Registry Trainer Application
2. Completed State of Florida Registry Trainer Application Addendum:
Application to the ODT Facilitator Training Program for Afterschool

Requirements for Program Acceptance*:  
1. Education 
Associate’s Degree in Education, or in a related field (Psychology, Social Work, et al); 3 years of experience in the education field working directly with children, and 5 years of training experience
 –OR– 
Bachelor’s Degree in Education, or in a related field (Psychology, Social Work, et al); 3 years of experience in the education field working directly with children, and 4 years of training experience.
–OR–
Graduate Degree in Education, or in a related field (Psychology, Social Work, et al); 3 years of experience in the education field working directly with children, and 3 years of training experience.]
-OR_
Afterschool Content Expert with 3 years training experience

2. Philosophy Statement about Adult Learners (Section III of the application)

3. Signed Commitment of Support Statement from your agency (Section VII of the application)

4. Requirements for Program Completion: 
a. Participants in the ODT Facilitator Training Program will dedicate three days to complete the web-based standard ODT course and turn in required assignments at least 21 days prior to their scheduled face-to-face training session.  
Face-to-face training sessions will be held in West Palm Beach in the following dates: 
· January 31-February 2, 2012

b. Participants will attend all face-to-face training sessions and complete assignments designed to help them learn and practice the central components of the ODT approach.

c. Participants will join a Virtual Community of Practice (VCoP) to communicate with ODT consultants and other participants and trainers throughout the state.

Roles and Responsibilities of Participants:  Individuals who participate in the ODT Facilitator Training Program are moving from training practitioners to training other trainers in their coalitions’ geographic regions.  Participants are expected to attend all training sessions and to complete all assignments.  Agencies are required to make a commitment to use the training skills of those who become ODT Facilitators by providing at least one ODT training in 2012.  Sign-in sheets to verify completion of the ODT training sessions must be submitted to Palm Beach State College.

Feedback and Evaluation:  The ODT Consultants will provide participants with feedback on the training assignments they complete during the Program.  Consultants will be available for questions, technical assistance, and feedback through August 2012.

Agreement:  With my acceptance into the ODT Facilitator Training Program conducted by Palm Beach State College and funded by the Office of Early Learning, I agree to complete all web-based and face-to face sessions, complete all training assignments, and conduct Outcomes Driven Training for other local trainers a minimum of one time in 2012.  

*- Accepted participants will receive a “provisional” classification in the Florida Registry system until all degrees and supporting documents required for the Florida Registry Trainer Application and ODT Facilitator Application have been verified.  While every effort will be made to complete the verification process prior to the start of a participant’s assigned ODT training session, there may be instances where verification cannot be completed until after the training has occurred.  Such verification may show that the participant does not meet the necessary requirements to be a Florida Registry Approved Trainer.
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
